Jesus and Nicodemus

Because of the miraculous signs Jesus did in Jerusalem at the Passover celebration, many
began to trust in him. But Jesus didn’t trust them, because he knew all about people. No one
needed to tell him about human nature, for he knew what was in each person’s heart.

There was a man named Nicodemus, a Jewish religious leader who was a Pharisee. After
dark one evening, he came to speak with Jesus. “Rabbi,” he said, “we all know that God has sent
you to teach us. Your miraculous signs are evidence that God is with you.”

Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, unless you are born again,a you cannot see the Kingdom of
God.”

“What do you mean?” exclaimed Nicodemus. “How can an old man go back into his moth-
er’s womb and be born again?”

Jesus replied, “I assure you, no one can enter the Kingdom of God without being born of
water and the Spirit.> Humans can reproduce only human life, but the Holy Spirit gives birth to
spiritual life.c So don’t be surprised when I say, ‘Youd must be born again.” The wind blows
wherever it wants. Just as you can hear the wind but can’t tell where it comes from or where it is
going, so you can’t explain how people are born of the Spirit.”

SUNDAY OF THE WORLD CHURCH (GREEN SUNDAY)

The second Sunday following the Glorious Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ is the Sunday
of the World Church. It commemorates the first Church of Jerusalem, established by Christ.

On the first day of the Jewish festival of Passover, Jesus instructs two of the Apostles, Peter and
John, to go into Jerusalem and meet a man, who would direct them to a house where Christ and His
Apostles could celebrate the Passover Feast. Peter and John are led to the “Upper Room” of a house,
where they make the necessary preparations for the meal. Later that evening Christ and the Twelve
Apostles sit together to eat supper.

Christ speaks to them and says, “I have desired to eat this Passover with you before I suf-
fer: For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the Kingdom of God.
And He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, "Take this, and divide it among yourselves: For I say
unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come.” And he took
bread, and gave thanks, and broke it, and gave unto them, saying, “This is my body which is given for
you: this do in remembrance of me.” Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new
testament in my blood, which is shed for you.” (Lk 22:15-20)

This “Last Supper” was the event where Jesus Christ established the Sacrament of Holy Com-
munion, which we celebrate every Sunday during the Divine Liturgy in Armenian Churches through-
out the world. The Upper Room in Jerusalem is considered to be the first Church, as founded by
Christ.

The Sunday of the World Church is also called “Green” Sunday, which according to Archbish-
op Malachia Ormanian, is the popular name of the feast and is linked with the awakening of nature in
the springtime.
