They arrived again in Jerusalem, and while Jesus was walking in the temple courts, the chief
priests, the teachers of the law and the elders came to him. “By what authority are you doing these
things?” they asked. “And who gave you authority to do this?”

Jesus replied, “I will ask you one question. Answer me, and I will tell you by what authority
I am doing these things. John’s baptism—was it from heaven, or of human origin? Tell me!”

They discussed it among themselves and said, “If we say, ‘From heaven,” he will ask, ‘“Then
why didn’t you believe him?’ But if we say, ‘Of human origin’ . . . ” (They feared the people, for
everyone held that John really was a prophet.)

So they answered Jesus, “We don’t know.”

Jesus said, “Neither will I tell you by what authority I am doing these things.”

Commemoration of Christ’s seventy-two Dis-
ciples

Besides the 12 Apostles, Jesus also had 72 dis-
ciples, whom he sent to “preach the Good News to
all nations”. Unfortunately, those disciples’ names are not mentioned in the Gospels. In the New
Testament the word “disciple” is used of the followers of the Jesus Christ. Christ sent out his
apostles and disciples “like lambs among wolves” two by two, to go ahead of him to every town
and place where he himself was about to go, saying them: “Whoever listens to you listens to me;
whoever rejects you rejects me; and whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me...” (The
Gospel according to Luke 10:16). There are hardly any differences between the 12 apostles and
the 72 disciples, they have the same power and authority and the same mission (The Gospel ac-
cording to Luke 10:9; 9:1). However, the names of all 72 disciples, like the names of the 40 in-
nocent children martyred in Bethlehem, are known to God only and are written in the sacred
book of the Heavenly Kingdom.
