The Epistle of St Paul to the 1 Thessalonians 4:1-11:

Living to Please God

As for other matters, brothers and sisters, we instructed you how to live in order to please
God, as in fact you are living. Now we ask you and urge you in the Lord Jesus to do this more
and more. For you know what instructions we gave you by the authority of the Lord Jesus.

It is God’s will that you should be sanctified: that you should avoid sexual immorali-
ty; that each of you should learn to control your own body “in a way that is holy and honora-
ble, not in passionate lust like the pagans, who do not know God; and that in this matter no one
should wrong or take advantage of a brother or sister. 2 The Lord will punish all those who com-
mit such sins, as we told you and warned you before. For God did not call us to be impure, but to
live a holy life. Therefore, anyone who rejects this instruction does not reject a human being but
God, the very God who gives you his Holy Spirit.

Now about your love for one another we do not need to write to you, for you yourselves have
been taught by God to love each other. And in fact, you do love all of God’s family throughout
Macedonia. Yet we urge you, brothers and sisters, to do so more and more, and to make it your
ambition to lead a quiet life: You should mind your own business and work with your hands, just
as we told you,

Apostles St. Thaddeus and St. Bar-
tholomew were two of the twelve Apos-
tles of Christ, who came to Armenia and
preached Christianity in Armenia deserv-
ing the title “the first illuminators™. Still at
the dawn of Christianity they were mar-
tyred in Armenia. It was the result of their °
preaching and martyrdom that the Arme- &
nian people, being the first nation in the *
world, proclaimed Christianity as the state
religion. Indeed, Apostles St. Thaddeus
and St. Bartholomew played an important 25 .
role in the history of 2000-year-old Christian Armenian nation which has unshaken faith and keen
love towards its Mother Church.

Each year a Divine Liturgy is celebrated in the Cathedral of the Mother See of Holy Etchmi-
adzin in the memory of St. Apostles.

St. John Chrysostom (c. 350-407) is known in Armenia and throughout the Christian East as the "golden mouth" for his pro-
found and passionate homilies. His writings were among the first documents translated into Armenian after the Bible. Today
more manuscripts of Chrysostom's works have come down to us than of any other Armenian or non-Armenian author, a sure
sign of his unquestioned authority in the Armenian Church.
